To three (3) parts MC450 add one (1) part of
BURSTING CANDY color. Then mix 2:1 with the desired activator.

e Never mix your clear coat so that it will dry faster than the midcoat candy that is under it. Solvent entrap-
ment or other defects may occur if the clearcoat dries faster than the midcoat candy.

SPRAY GUN ADJUSTMENT

e Adjust the material flow according to product viscosity.

e Fully close the material flow knob then turn knob counter clockwise 1 and 1/4 turns. Open or close knob
1/4 of a turn at a time until desired atomization and pattern width is achieved. Secure by means of
counter nut.

Note: Proper spray gun adjustment will determine the final finish. Improper adjustment may cause paint de-

fects such as orange peel, runs, sags, streaks and poor drying.

APPLICATION

e Pay special attention to the spray gun adjustment, spray technique, and number of coats applied, these will

determine your overall finish and color intensity.

e Spray in a straight line, and do not apply panel to panel (spray the entire length of the object)

e Apply 2 to 3 medium wet coats from a distance of 5 to 7 inches with an overlap of 75% until the desired in-
tensity is achieved; allow coats to become hand slick (15 to 20 minutes) before applying the next coat.

e Allow the final coat of BURSTING CANDY to become hand slick before clear coating. (Dry timesare depend-
ent of shop temperature and humidity)

EQUIPMENT CLEANING
