SPRAY GUN ADJUSTMENT

e Adjust the material flow according to product viscosity.

e Fully close the material flow knob then turn knob counter clockwise 1 and 1/4 turns. Open or close knob
1/4 of a turn at a time until desired atomization and pattern width is achieved. Secure by means of
counter nut.

Note: Proper spray gun adjustment will determine the final finish. Improper adjustment may cause paint de-
fects such as orange peel, runs and sags, and poor drying.

APPLICATION

Apply 2 to 3 full wet coats from a distance of 6 to 8 inches; allow coats to become hand slick (approx. 15 to 20
min) before applying the next coat. Apply all coats within 1% hours. If sanding and buffing, three coats of clear

must be applied for long-term durability.

EQUIPMENT CLEANING

Clean equipment with a compliant solvent. Refer to appropriate Air Quality District requirements for proper
use of equipment and solvents. Do not leave catalyzed product in the gun more than 2 hours.
