COLD SHOP CONDITIONS  
 

For maximum performance, vehicle should be kept above 70°F.  Temperatures below 60°F will severely retard 

dry times and through cure.  One-half (½) fluid ounces of AXIS 2K PERFORMANCE ACCELERATOR per mixed 

quart may be added to improve cure response in adverse facility conditions.

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SPRAY GUN ADJUSTMENT 

 

 Adjust the material flow according to product viscosity.  

 Fully close the material flow knob then turn knob counter clockwise two full turns. Open or close knob 1/4 

of a turn at a time until desired atomization and pattern width is achieved. Secure by means of counter 

nut.  

 

Note: Proper spray gun adjustment will determine the final finish, improper adjustment may cause orange 

peel, runs, poor drying and poor adhesion just to name a few. 

 

SURFACE PREPARATION 

 

 Final sand area with P400 grit of finer sandpaper. When directly topcoating over primer or e-coat, final 

sand with P600 - P800 grit sandpaper paper. Sanding can be done wet or dry. 

 Wash surfaces with a mild detergent in hot water. Rinse well and wipe dry with a clean, dry cloth. 

 Wipe vehicle with AXIS PRE-CLEAN, using generous amounts and changing rags frequently prior to 

painting. 

 

APPLICATION 

 

WHEN USING AS A òWET ON WETó SEALER 

 Apply 1 medium wet coat allowing 30 minutes before topcoating. 

 

WHEN USING AS A òBARRIER COATó SEALER 

 Apply 2 medium wet coats allowing 15 minutes flash time between coats. Allow sealer to dry for 1½ 

hours before topcoating. 

 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

 

 Always consider the following when choosing an activator:  the size of the vehicle (is it a bus or a 

fender?), the temperature, humidity and air movement.  

 Do not combine slow reducers with fast activators; this combination may cause solvent pop.  

 Always follow the recommendations on the table above when selecting a activator/reducer combination. 
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EQUIPMENT CLEANNING 

 

Clean equipment with a compliant solvent. Refer to appropriate Air Quality District requirements for proper 

use of equipment and solvents. Do not leave catalyzed product in the gun more than 4 hours @ 55-70°F or 

more than 2 hour @ >70°F.
